A: The 761st Tank Battalion was an independent Army
tank battalion during WWIL. Its ranks primarily consisted
of African American soldiers, who by War Department
Policy policy, were not permitted to serve in the same
units as white troops & yet one of it’s most notable
members was Jackie Robinson.
